1.  Call to Order/Roll Call:

4.  Old Business:

8.  Fire Chief’s Report – The Chief shared that although he did not have a breakdown, his team responded to 41 calls during the month of February. He noted that there were more EMS calls than usual. 

Due to Covid19, he has suspended all training until it is made clear what training is allowed. He put a system in place for first responders in order to help prevent the spread of disease. A single responder, wearing airway protection, goggles and gloves will go into the situation and assess the need for more additional help or if assistance can be provided without extra personnel. That first responder is also to assess the situation to see if a higher level of PPE is required. The Chief proactively stocked up on PPE, and hand sanitizer and Clorox cleanser are in stock to keep germs minimized.
The Chief also shared that the City of Dunsmuir has provided a 2019 Chevy Tahoe to be his new vehicle. The vehicle was purchased from a district in distress and the vehicle was purchased for a good price.
